The Energy Trail

This innovative energy trail teaches pupils about eco-
friendly ways of generating power and is based at the
Staffordshire  Wildlife  Trust's Headquarters, the
Wolseley Centre just outside Rugeley.

The trail is made up of a small wind turbine, solar
panels, water wheels and other models to demonstrate
sustainable energy to visiting school groups.

The project is the result of a partnership between the
Trust and Rugeley Power Station, who secured £15,000
towards the installation of the trail from International
Power’s Flagship Award.

Station engineers and apprentices, together with power
station contractors Promanex helped to source, build
and install the features with the assistance of energy
education consultant Rob Farr, the Energy MC?.
